For the past nine years, the
Académie Notre Europe has been
offering a unique, free and
inclusive leadership and
citizenship programme designed
to empower young Europeans to
better understand, shape and
lead the future of Europe.

Each year, 100 participants from
25-30 nationalities and diverse
backgrounds take part in a year-
long training programme
combining policy learning, civic
engagement,  and personal
development.  Through  nine
monthly sessions, they explore key
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European challenges — from
climate transition to social
cohesion, competitiveness —
guided by leading experts,
policymakers and practitioners.

Our cohort is as diverse as it
gets: some are future diplomats
or journalists, others work in Al,
on construction sites, in
hospitals or as entrepreneurs.
